How you can I make my WebQuest available to my students?

NOTE: this assumes you have been through the WebQuest design process and have developed 

· a suitable purpose/question for your webquest, with curriculum relevance

· an introduction, 

· a set of tasks, 

· appropriate roles for students to take on so they gain differing perspectives, 

· a suitable group process,

· a conclusion 

· a set of suitable resources

If not, do it now. No technology can turn poor design into a good product!
You have a few choices.

Option 1: email or school file server

At its simplest a WebQuest could be constructed in a product like PowerPoint ™ or even a wordprocessing package. You can them email it to the class, or place it on a shared file store in the school. Even handing it out from a portable memory stick can work.

Option 2: build it in an online tool

You can use tools like Filamentality (http://www.kn.pacbell.com/wired/fil/index.html ) or InstantWebQuest http://instantprojects.org/webquest/main.php to build your WebQuest as you go. The disadvantage is that including images or other media is very limited and quite primitive. However this is a quick solution.

Option 3: use a free blog tool
Within this option you have two choices. You can build the webquest as a single PowerPoint file and upload it to your  blog site (easier), or you can build it as a set of blog posts (harder, but can look better).
The free educational blog of choice is EduBlogs http://www.edublogs.org/. It is an outstanding Australian initiative, from James Farmer who was the Online Community Editor of The Age and worked as a Lecturer in Education Design at Deakin University.

As a pre-service teacher you are encouraged to sign up for a free teacher Edublog so you have an online presence to use in your teaching – this may just be the first entry! Use an email address that you will have access to for some time , but DO NOT use the same password that you use for any other systems (it’s not that Edublogs’ security is in question, but a basic safety procedure). To avoid losing the username and password, email it to yourself or if you are working in a group, email it to the group members.
Option 4 use conventional web hosting and web development tools

This option is really only practical if you can arrange hosting with an Internet Service Provider or via a school. The details vary, and this may involve commercial services and costs. Basically, if this is an option for you, you will already know about it and how to edit and publish your content. Otherwise, it’s probably not a viable option unless you are specifically interested in web design.
Which Option?

For many people, Option 3 is the most practical. Whichever you choose, you need to take responsibility for keeping a backup copy of the text , images and URLs just in case disaster strikes. Even a scrappy word document is better than nothing- losing work is something to be avoided!
