What is it?
A free web2.0-based tool to let you manage a collection of “Bookmark” or “Favourite” websites, in a way that generates social networks. It allows you to share them selectively, tag them with your own tags, identify people with similar interests, and of course they are available anywhere you can browse the web. As it is web2.0 it talks to other systems, with RSS feeds.

Go to http://del.icio.us and create a fee account. Every student and staff member can have a del.icio.us account (or several).
How can it help me and my kids?
· Favourites are available from any computer, any browser, anywhere (inc after your computer has been stolen or re-formatted…)
· You can set up a del.icio.us account for the library, or a subject area, or a pastoral care function (etc) and provide targeted materials to students. The management can be devolved to students, as a task. 

· You can use this to “feed” a SharePoint workspace, or any other Web2.0 tool. You (or nominated students) can edit it from anywhere.
· Save site found using multiple computers (home and school) to one place.

· Share web sites with your students or peers.

· Search your bookmarks by keywords and tags.

· Use related tags to narrow or extend searches.

· Students store their own resources for study and leisure
· Display your saved web site links by category.

· Learn about new sites from your other del.icio.us users.

· Subscribe to other users’ del.icio.us bookmarks.

· Check out recently posted and popular sites.

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Pageflakes 
 What is it?
Pageflakes is a free web2.0 tool that “aggregates’ content from other places. It is sort of a personal dashboard for students and staff, which allows individuals to see the things they want to see via a web interface. Almost anything that has a “RSS” feed can be made to show in a PageFlakes box, as well as many many pre-defined flakes.
Go to www.pageflakes.com and create a free account. . Every student and staff member can have a Pageflakes site. There is also a student.pageflakes.com site.
You can customise it by clicking on the big circular button thing on top right hand side

How can it help me and my kids?

It can provide a personalised space that “talks” to other systems, including DoE and external tools.
It allows you to provide a customisable single interface for subject areas.

You can set feeds from your student’s blogs etc to provide a single point of monitoring.
